 (Jesus promises His disciples the Holy Spirit and 
ascends into heaven to His throne of victory.) 

 

 1In the first book, O Theophilus, I have dealt with all that Jesus 
began to do and teach, 2until the day when he was taken up, after he 
had given commands through the Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he 
had chosen. 3To them he presented himself alive after his suffering by 
many proofs, appearing to them during forty days and speaking about 
the kingdom of God. 
 4And while staying with them he ordered them not to depart from 
Jerusalem, but to wait for the promise of the Father, which, he said, 
“you heard from me; 5for John baptized with water, but you will be 
baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now.” 
 6So when they had come together, they asked him, “Lord, will you 
at this time restore the kingdom to Israel?” 7He said to them, “It is not 
for you to know times or seasons that the Father has fixed by his own 
authority. 8But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come 
upon you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem and in all Judea 
and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.” 9And when he had said 
these things, as they were looking on, he was lifted up, and a cloud 
took him out of their sight. 10And while they were gazing into heaven 
as he went, behold, two men stood by them in white robes, 11and said, 
“Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking into heaven? This Jesus, 
who was taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way 
as you saw him go into heaven.”

Confession of Faith Luther’s Small Catechism, Article II 
 

P Jesus fulfilled all Scripture as the Word made flesh. Forty days 

after His victory over sin, death, and the devil by His rising from 



the dead, He ascended into heaven. Believing in Jesus Christ, 

God’s only Son, as our Lord and Savior and humanity’s 

redemption and source of all salvation, we focus on the Small 

Catechism’s explanation of the Second Article of the Apostles’ 

Creed, which we confess together: 

C And in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, who was 

conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, 

suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died and was 

buried. He descended into hell. The third day He rose again 

from the dead. He ascended into heaven and sits at the right 

hand of God the Father Almighty. From thence He will come 

to judge the living and the dead. 

 

P What does this mean? 

C I believe that Jesus Christ, true God, begotten of the Father 

from eternity, and also true man, born of the virgin Mary, is 

my Lord,  

 

who has redeemed me, a lost and condemned person, 

purchased and won me from all sins, from death, and from 

the power of the devil; not with gold or silver, but with His 

holy, precious blood and with His innocent suffering and 

death,  

 

that I may be His own and live under Him in His kingdom 

and serve Him in everlasting righteousness, innocence, and 

blessedness,  

 

just as He is risen from the dead, lives and reigns to all 

eternity. 

 

This is most certainly true.
